Dear Friends in Christ, please join me and a wonderful
group of Christians on a journey of a life time. I have been
leading Pilgrimages to the Holy Land and other places of
interest for over 20 years. Not only that but I have been
very privileged to work at the beautiful Garden Tomb

There have been many exciting experiences leading tours
over the years, exploring the biblical sites of Jerusalem,
Bethlehem, Nazareth and walking where Jesus really did
walk, along the shores of Lake Galilee. Pilgrims became
wide-eyed with wonder as they saw the bible come alive, shared fellowship
together and became spiritually refreshed.

I invite you again to join with me and imbibe the unique atmosphere of the
Holy Land. I know you will enjoy it and have wonderful stories to tell to your
church family and other friends and relatives.

Day 1

We depart from London Luton on our
early flight to Tel Aviv. On arrival

we will be met and drive to Hass
Promenade for a view over the Old
City. Transfer to our hotel in Jerusalem
for dinner and overnight.

Day 2

A full day tour of Jerusalem, including
Pool of Bethesda, Via Dolorosa,
Church of the Holy Sepulchre, Temple
Mount, Western Wall and the Garden
Tomb (Holy Communion).

Dinner, meeting and overnight in
Jerusalem.

Day 3

We begin the day with a visit to
Bethlehem. We visit the Church of the
Nativity and Bethlehem Bible College
for lunch (at own expense). We have

the opportunity to meet with students
and learn the work of the college. We
drive back to Jerusalem to the Mount
of Olives, walk down the Palm Sunday
Road, beginning at the Church of
the Paternoster, Dominus Flavit, the
Garden of Gethsemane, the Church
of All Nations. We return to our hotel
in Jerusalem for dinner, meeting

(we hope to have a talk with a local
Palestinian Christian) and overnight.

Day 4

A full day tour visiting Masada,
Herod’s hilltop fortress, where the
Jewish zealots were besieged by the
Romans. Then the opportunity to
bathe in the Dead Sea before visiting
Qumram to see the caves where the
Dead Sea scrolls were found and the
remains of the early settlement. We
return to Jerusalem via Jericho (We



may have time to take the gondolas to
the Mount of Temptation).

Dinner, meeting and overnight in
Jerusalem.

Day 5

Free day to explore Jerusalem.
Dinner, meeting and overnight in
Jerusalem.

Day 6

This morning we visit Ein Karem
before Yad Vashem, the Holocaust
museum. We leave Jerusalem past
the Inn of the Good Samaritan on the
Jericho road. We visit the baptismal
site near Jericho and then continue
along the Jordan Valley road to
Galilee.

Dinner, meeting and overnight in Ein
Gev.

Day 7

We then visit Capernaum, the home
town of Jesus, Tabgha, the site of

the feeding of the 5000, the Mount
of the Beatitudes, commemorating
the Sermon on the Mount, St. Peter’s
Primacy. We then sail on Lake Galilee,
including a short communion service.
St. Peter’s fish evening dinner.
Dinner, meeting and overnight in Ein
Gev.

Day 8

On the way to Nazareth we visit Cana
village. We continue to the Nazareth
Village depicting life as in the time

of Jesus, followed by lunch. We visit
the Church of the Annunciation and
Mount Tabor before returning to Ein
Gev for dinner, meeting and overnight.

Day 9

We leave Galilee and visit the Valley
of Jezreel, Carmel and Caesarea before
transferring to Ben Gurion airport for
our return flight to London Luton.

Passports, Visas and Vaccinations

Full travel information, including details of meeting
points, flight times, accommodation and travel
information, will be sent to you approximately
2 weeks before departure. Normally, tickets are
not issued but are handed to you at the airport or
departure point by our representative who will be
there to ensure that you depart without a hitch and to
deal with any last minute difficulties.

Our normal procedure is to deal with tips on a
group basis and these are included in the price.

Room Check In and Check Out Times

The standard international practice is to let rooms
from midday to midday. However times do vary.
Check-in times are usually between 2pm and 3pm,
check-out times between llam and 12 noon on
the day of departure. Therefore, if you check-in
immediately after a night flight this would normally
count as one night’s accommodation. Similarly if
your return flight is at night you will normally be
required to vacate your room at 12 noon prior to
leaving for the airport. Day rooms are subject to
availability/cost and should be arranged locally with
the accommodation management.
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
