Dead Sea /Jericho / Baptismal Site

to bathe in the warm waters and Qumran.
We then drive to Jericho where we take
the cable car to the Mount of Temptation.
Continue to the nearby baptismal site

on the river Jordan where there will be

an opportunity to be baptised before
continuing to our hotel in Nazareth for
dinner and overnight.

Day 6

Sea of Galilee

After breakfast we take a boat trip across
the Sea of Galilee. The boat will stop

on the lake if you wish to have a brief
service. We will first visit Capernaum “
The Town of Jesus” where he carried out a
major part of his Ministry and Messianic
Work. Visit the excavations and St. Peter’s
Church. Visit Tabgha, the site where the
Lord fed the 5,000 with five loaves and
two fish and the Mount of Beatitudes
which commemorates our Lord’s Sermon
on the Mount.

Nazareth / Cana / Mt. Tabor

Room Check In and Check Out Times

immediately after a night flight this would normally
count as one night’s accommodation. Similarly if your
return flight is at night you will normally be required
to vacate your room at 12 noon prior to leaving for the
airport. Day rooms are subject to availability/cost and
should be arranged locally with the accommodation
management.
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
